A maximum of two awards may be given out, depending on candidate qualifications: 
Friday School Award: $750 
Saturday School Award: $750

Academic achievement as evident by High School GPA, SAT and/or ACT scores, AP or IB 
tests, Greek Language Studies, and Community Service
